“A Voice from the Mines” 
 

Isn‘t it interesting that paying close attention to what we read can offer a great 
deal of God information? By simply reading and reflecting, we are rewarded with 
wealth. As a colleague of mine,  Darrel Berg, once said, ―literature provides us op-
portunities to mine the depths.‖ 

For example, in the recent book, ―Wicked,‖ the Wicked Witch of the West is 
pondering the small group that has recently visited the Wizard of Oz. During their 
time with the wizard, the quartet suggests what they want from him.  She considers 
what we all have seen in that movie: the scarecrow wants a brain; the lion, cour-
age; the tin man, a heart, and Dorothy just wants to go home. When she heard this, 
the Wicked Witch wonders to herself, ―What is it I want?‖ 

At the end of the discussion with herself, she blurts out in response to the ques-
tion: ―I want a soul.‖ Her sense of dislocation with her family and world, and the re-
cent revelation that she is a half breed—part born of this world, and part born of another 
world—has made her stumble into fits of rage and selfishness. Driven, she falls prey to herself. 
She is, in fact, her own worst enemy. 

In the closing scenes of the story, the Witch magically discovers what she wants most is 
forgiveness, and it is forgiveness that would have given her a soul. In the end, she experiences 
neither, but it is Dorothy who offers them both. 

This is the season of graduations and times of moving on. There will be great speeches, 
wonderful events and congratulations all ‗round. And deservedly so.  In the midst of all this I 
will be recalling the fanciful story of a lost witch and an innocent little girl, both acknowledging 
what it is they want. In our lives, there may be no more powerful question than that. Graduates 
will ask it, parents will ask it, siblings and friends and teachers will ask it. Even Jesus asked it: 
―What do you want?‖  This simple question is not so easy to answer. It is, in fact, a question for 
life‘s journey, because it means we are asking ourselves our own question, ―what do I want?‖ 

Jesus‘ answer was to follow God. The disciples‘ answer was to follow the lead of the Holy 
Spirit. You may have such lofty and practical desires, too. People everywhere are wondering in 
this season if they will ever experience what they want: home, heart, health, hope, courage 
and wisdom. Perhaps all of us look for the simplest of dreams: forgiveness. 

As you mine the depths of wondering what you truly want, I pray you will experience it and 
share.
