Next, I want to share a quick story about how important the Disciple Program is. Last week Carol and I had a 
chance to go to worship in Wichita, KS. at Woodlawn UMC. I noticed a familiar name there--the Pastorôs last 
name was Wilke. In the congregation was his father, Bishop Richard Wilke. He and his spouse, Julia were 
Godôs Instruments who wrote the curriculum known as ñDisciple.ò After the energetic service was concluded, I 
introduced myself and told him how much a difference the Disciple program had made in a congregations Iôd 
served. In one congregation, men and women began to see themselves as servants of Christ, and their lives 
changed. They gave energy and hope to others, and their depth spawned new ministries, including drug inter-
vention work, writing childrenôs curriculum, developing camping and youth ministries, and deepening worship. 
Disciple changes people and ignites churches.  
 
In the Auburn congregation, through Disciple people have felt called into ministry, have moved into a deeper 
relationship with God, and have sprinkled their faith in areas of justice and making a difference for Christ. 
 
Disciple is coming again and the opportunity for a fuller life is coming your way. I hope you will take advan-
tage of this 34 week opportunity to study for the first time, or to brush up on your knowledge and faith. Either 
way, I guarantee you will never be the same. Whatôs more, Doug and Cindy Glenn are exited to be the 
class leaders --what could be better than that?

God's Renewed Creation ñA Call to 

Hope and Action  

 

At a meeting at Lake Junaluska, 

N.C., on Nov. 4, 2009 the Council of 

Bishops of The United Methodist 

Church adopted "God's Renewed 

Creation: Call to Hope and Action." 

In a statement that says, "We can-
not help the world until we change 
our way of being in it,"  the bishops 

of The United Methodist Church 

announced a significant call to all 

United Methodists, ecumenical and 

inter -religious partners and people 

of goodwill around the world.  

"As bishops, we know that criti-

cal issues of the day have left people 

feeling fearful, cynical, hopeless and 

overwhelmed," said Bishop Gregory 

Palmer, president of the Council of 

Bishops. "'God's Renewed Creation' 

contains our pledges to work in hope-

ful and robust ways for transforming 

change as God's stewards of crea-

tion. We invite the church and our 

partners around the world to join 

us." 

"We spent many months listening to 

the concerns and hopes of over 5400 

United Methodists worldwide of 

every age and status," said Bishop 

Timothy Whitaker of Florida, Chair 

of the Task Force that brought the 

proposal to the Council. "We are 

building on a strong church tradition 

of seriously engaging public policy 

issues that most affect the human 

race-- especially our young people."  

The focus of the bishops' message 

was three interconnected global 

threats to God's good creation: pan-

demic poverty and disease; environ-

mental degradation; and the prolif-

eration of weapons and violence.  Ne-

braska Area Bishop Ann Brookshire 

Sherer -Simpson encourages all Ne-

braska United Methodists to take 

part in a study based on "God's Re-

newed Creation."  

This fall the Green Team will be 

planning a weekend retreat at the 

Knowles Mercy Spiritual Center  near 

Waterloo, Nebraska.  Some of our 

time will be used to study the "God's 

Renewed Creation" material to-

gether, as well as individual time in 

prayer and meditation.  More details 

will be publicized as the event comes 

together.
