More
often, though he was just inattentive, lazy or fearful about what it would cost in time or
money. His message is true, for terrible sinners and the rest of us who are just “pretty
good”. Sinning for most of us is not so much about what we do. It's more about what
we don’t do.

In this Lenten season when we “go eye to eye with sin”, | invite you announce to your
friends you are giving up the addictions of personal emails, facebook or texting for a
day. Pretty good people may not benefit from instant gratification all the time.

Secondly, | invite you to consider having a neighbor over for hot tea and fresh bread.
RETHINKCHURCH These cold days of white and gray are making us all feel hemmed in. Being hemmed
in with a neighbor is much better than being hemmed in alone.

Third, I invite you to any of the special events at your church—ours include programs
on writing poems and prayers, movies for men, The Faith Club book study on
Thursdays and bible studies on Thursday and during the education hour on Sunday.
We have a few special events in addition to these weekly gatherings as well.

Fourth, | invite you to be attentive to God in your midst. Once in a while, just ask
yourself—where do | see God in that? You might surprise yourself with your answer.

That’s probably enough for a good Lent, a time when spiritual, emotional and
personal growth can occur. | hope it is, because those are my plans!

Because of your generous gifts
to the One Great Hour of Sharing
offering and the Haiti Relief
donations, United Methodist
Committee on Relief was able to
open a field office in Port-au-Prince
to help rebuild Haiti after the Jan. 12
earthquake. The relief agency will be
hiring five staff members to work in
the Port-au-Prince office, said
Sharad Aggarwal, an UMCOR
executive.

Since the disaster, UMCOR has
coordinated food distribution projects
in Mellier and Petit-Goave, Aggarwal
said. The UMCOR plan includes
emergency, recovery and
rehabilitation work. The emergency
phase stretches from the time of the
earthquake through April. It
addresses the immediate needs of
access to food, clean water and
sanitation, temporary shelter, and
emotional and spiritual support.
During the recovery phase, which is
expected to run through the first-year

anniversary of the disaster, UMCOR
will respond to needs for increasingly
permanent homes, schools, clinics
and churches, along with jobs and
other concerns.

The third phase, rehabilitation,
will likely stretch through January
2015 and will offer assistance for
both physical reconstruction and
economic development as well as
rebuilding health, education and
other systems.

“The response of the church has
been remarkable and generous,”
said Bishop Joel Martinez, United
Methodist Board of Global Ministries
interim top executive. “Even the
smallest gift has the power to bless.”

In the days leading up to the one
-month anniversary of the quake, the
seven wealthiest nations of the
world, known as the G-7, agreed to
forgive Haiti its outstanding debts.
“The debt cancellation will give Haiti
some economic breathing room,”
Martinez said, “but it will not solve all

the pastoral presence at Chicago Uptown
Ministry, [which] ministers to the homeless
and marginalized. | lead and create
worship, act as spiritual director to AA
members and visit supporting churches.
God blesses me daily in this ministry.”
